4. Blessed are those who hunger and thirst after righteousness, for they
shall be filled.

The more profoundly we become aware of our sinfulness and spiritual imperfection,
the less bearable to our reason and our conscience becomes the idea of being
spiritually extinguished — the threat of losing our salvation — and within our soul
are born hunger and thirst for God’s righteousness.
