With the conquest of Constantinople in 1204 by the crusaders of the Fourth
Crusade, the collapse of the Byzantine Empire began. The Franks did not limit
themselves to occupying the city, but also committed incredible looting and
massacres. In fact, their extent was such that eight hundred years later, Pope John
Paul Il was forced to apologize publicly to the Orthodox during his official visit to
Greece. Although the Greeks later recaptured the city, the decline of the Byzantine
Empire continued, with the result that in 1430 it included only Constantinople with
its surroundings and the Despotate of Morea. The efforts of loannis Paleologos for
help from the West through the union of the Churches created terrible conflicts
between the unionists and the anti-unionists. The efforts of the next emperor,
Constantine Palaiologos, to secure the pope’s help, as stipulated in the decisions of
the Florentine Synod, met with the harshest reaction from the anti-Semites, who
openly stated that they preferred to see in the middle of the street . At the same
time, the uncompromising Muhammad Il ascended the Ottoman throne, succeeding
his moderate father, Murat Il. The new sultan’s primary goal was to conquer
Constantinople. He did it after a 55-day siege. The Fall of the City took place on
Tuesday, May 29, 1453. The audiovisual album “1453: The Fall of the City” records
in the form of both a book and a documentary the whole tragic chapter of the story
that closes with the fall of the Queen. With the quality that characterizes National
Geographic we fully understand the events that are not as well known as they
